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Message by SRL.L.B. CHILLAPUR on the Occasion of the
10th Anniversary Celebration of ABEWS

My Dear Fellow Comrades,

On this proud and memorable occasion of the 10th Anniversary of our Association —
ABEWS. I feel deeply honoured and emotionally fulfilled to share my thoughts with you all

I am L. B. Chilapur. who joined the erstwhile Malaprabha Grameena Bank as an Officer in
July 1978 and retired as Chief Manager on 31st January 2015, after rendering nearly 36
years of sincere and disciplined service. Until the last few days of my service, there was not
a single memo or adverse remark against me in my entire career. At the fag end of my service,
while I was also battling severe personal challenges due to my wife’s prolonged illness and
cancer, an inspection was conducted just days before my retirement. A purely technical and
rectifiable issue relating to attachment of AODs was unnecessarily magnified. and a charge
sheet was issued on 23rd January 2015, merely eight days before my superannuation. This
action shook me to the core and symbolized the harsh realities many retiring bank employees
were facing during that period.

Those were difficult times for the banking fraternity. Pension was not in place, retirement
benefits were withheld. income stopped abruptly, and dignity was often compromised. Retiring
and punished employees were left to fend for themselves. Managements believed authority
alone was supreme. while some so-called unions failed to rise to the occasion, leaving
employees betraved and helpless. It was during this painful phase that destiny introduced me
to Sri H. Basavaraj, the present President and Founder of ABEWS. As we interacted, it
became clear that like-minded individuals naturally unite for a larger cause. Our discussions,
shared experiences, and commitment to justice led to the birth of a strong idea — to create a
forum that would protect, guide, and empower bank employees. including retirees. punished
staff, daily wagers. and other marginalized sections.

Thus, ABEWS was born — not merely as an association, but as a movement rooted in
knowledge, unity, and courage. We firmly believed that “Knowledge is Power”, and through
collective wisdom, legal awe 5. and unwavering unity, we challenged injustice and
exposed the lacunae in arbitrary actions of managements, The achievements and victories of
ABEWS over the last decade stand testimony to this belief and need no further elaboration
today. Over the past 10 glorious years, ABEWS has become a strong Peepal Tree. providing
shelter, support, and hope to countless affected employees. Personally, serving this

tion has given me immense satisfaction, inner peace. and the honour of regaining
dignity and respect among my fellow colleagues. As we celebrate this milestone, let us
remember that unity is our greatest strength, and commitment to the cause is our guiding
force. Positions may change. but dedication to the welfare of employees must remain
permanent. | proudly affirm on this historic occasion: Let us move forward together with
renewed determination to protect rights, uphold justice, and strengthen our unity.
